Entrants

1. Entrants may submit as many entries as they wish providing that each entry is accompanied by an entry form which must be signed by a supporting adult if anyone in the video is under the age of 18.

2. All entries must be the work of students aged 11-19*. This includes:

· Identification of the concept

· Expression of the concept

· Design of any of the following (if relevant) - the script, story board, shooting plan

· Editing

3. Each entry must be no more than 180 seconds (3 mins) in duration.

4. Criteria by which entries will be assessed.

Entries will be awarded marks for:

· Clarity of the message

· Creativity in the presentation of the message

· Presentation of positive and achievable suggestions

5. Each individual entry must be accompanied by an entry form. One entry form may not be used to cover multiple entries.

6. It is the responsibility of the school/responsible adult to ensure that all permissions have been gained from students and their parents for young people’s inclusion in the video which may be used by ESSA to promote the competition and to convey the messages contained within the video to policy-makers and the general public.
